IMPLEMENTATION PLAN FOR NIME

STATEWIDE ROLLOUT &

STATEMENT OF EFFORT: Caltrans METS developed the Data Interchange for Materials Engineering (DIME) which is
a centralized, web-based database that allows Caltrans staff and confractors to submit material sample and
test data for Caltrans projects and programs. DIME’s material testing database can be leveraged to drive
enhanced engineering material acceptance decisions. DIME improves the efficiency of time and resources in
project delivery, accelerating project completion by eliminating delays in delivering essential project
information. METS has developed a statewide implementation plan to require Caltrans staff to adopt DIME into
their workflow beginning January 1, 2023 for all on-going and existing construction contracts.

GOAL: Require all state staff to input material sample and test data into DIME.

IMPLEMENTATION: Caltrans staff will be required to input material samples and test data into DIME for the following
materials and quality characteristics:
