What is the State-Only Funded (SOF) Matrix2

The SOF matrix was designed to clarify the roles and responsibilities when implementing
State-only funded projects. Caltrans Deputy Directive 44, the Stewardship and
Oversight Agreement between Caltrans and FHWA, CTC Guidelines, and SB1 funding all
require oversight of State and federal funding. The SOF matrix provides direction to local
agencies, the districts, and HQ on who-does-what and when for SOF projects.

What is the Purpose of the SOF Matrix?

Agencies and DLA personnel can easily follow and understand the SOF matrix. The
strategic layout and succinct information on the SOF matrix allows all users to quickly
and easily understand the SOF requirements.

The SOF matrix summarizes the guidance for delivering and overseeing SOF projects
since our Local Assistance Procedures Manual (LAPM) primarily focuses on federal
requirements. DLA strives to streamline our processes which includes providing as much
direction as possible with minimal burden to agencies.
