Graduation from a four-year curriculum in civil, 
electrical, electronic, or computer engineering 
accredited by the Accreditation Board for 
Engineering Technology (ABET). (Registration as 
a Senior in such a curriculum will admit an 
application to the competition, but he/she must 
produce evidence of graduation before he/she 
will be considered eligible for appointment.) 
(Possession of a valid certificate as an Engineer- 
in-Training issued by the California State Board 
of Registration for Professional Engineers and 
Land Surveyors or issued by another jurisdiction 
and accepted by the California Board in lieu of 
the first division of the examination as an 
engineer may be substituted for the required 
education.)
Possession of equivalent qualifications may be 
demonstrated by graduation from an 
engineering curriculum which includes the basic 
engineering courses normally covered in a 
standard four-year engineering curriculum, and 
by qualifying in a written examination covering 
basic engineering. (Registration as a senior in 
such a curriculum will admit an applicant to the 
qualifying examination, but she/he must 
produce evidence of graduation before she/he 
will be considered eligible for appointment.)
A master's or doctorate degree in civil, 

electrical, electronic, or computer engineering 
curriculum from a college or university that has 
a baccalaureate degree program in an 
electrical, electronic, or computer engineering 
curriculum which is accredited by the 
Accreditation Board of Engineering Technology 
(ABET). (Registration as a candidate in such a 
curriculum will admit an applicant to the 
competition but he/she must produce evidence 
of graduation before he/she will be considered 
eligible for appointment.)
